Two security guards were on watch at the li-
brary event and members of the Uxbridge by-
law department kept an eye on the protesters,
but chose not to remove them from municipal
property. There were no incidents.

Miu and Goth said the stories they read are
not about the LGBTQIA2S+ community. Sat-
urday's stories were [ Like Myself, How Do You
Love and All Are Welcome.

"They are stories about respect,” said Miu,

USS celebrates 100
years of connections

They came from as far away as Australia, the
Northwest Territories, Boston, and British Co-
lumbia, all to celebrate the 100th anniversary
of Uxbridge Secondary School. And what a
celebration it was.

“We are super pleased with how it came to-
gether, and super pleased with the response,”
said Kelly Boehm, chair of the planning com-
mittee for the 100th anniversary and reunion.

Although final numbers are not yet known,
Boehm said that she figures at least 600 people
were present for the official ceremony on Sat-
urday morning. She also noted that the decade
rooms (classrooms which were devoted to par-
ticular decades of the schools history) were al-
most always busy.

“Sometimes the halls were crammed, some-
times they were a little light, but there was al-
ways something going on, always people
there.”

Committee member noticed that one room
stood out in particular.

“I know as a floater on the decade rooms, the
70s seemed to always be packed, except at one
point on Saturday the 80s out numbered
them!”

On a more serious note, the award-winning
USS Third Avenue Jazz Band welcomed
alumni and visitors to the offical ceremony,
which included addresses from Pickering-
Uxbridge MPP Peter Bethlenfalvy and
Uxbridge Mayor Dave Barton. Two former
USS principals shared memories with the
crowd - David Brown, who was principal from
1974 to 1986, and Steve David, who was prin-
cipal from 2013-2015, as well as a teacher for
many years before that.

“I was hired to work at USS four different
times throughout my career, so I guess it was
fitting I go out in the top job,” he jokingly told
the audience.

The USS concert band performed “Eye of the
Tiger” to close out the ceremony, fittingly con-
ducted by the USS tiger mascot.

Another highlight of the anniver-
sary reunion weekend was the Satur-
day Night Social at Slabtown Cider.

Proud to live and let live

According to the United Nations, there are currently over eight billion peo-
ple on planet Earth. Those eight billion are all human beings. They come
in a variety of colours and shades, shapes and sizes, political persuasions,
ethnic backgrounds, economic circumstances and, yes, sexual orientations.

Every one of those eight billion plus people should have the right to live
their lives as they see fit, providing that they observe certain common - and
common sense - laws, such as "thou shalt not kill" and "thou shalt not
steal." Assuming that no harm ix caused to neighbours and the like, no one
should be told by anyone how to think, how to act and especially who to
love.

Of course, we are talking about the LGBTQIA2S+ community. Unfortu-
nately, there is a large group of human beings hell-bent on making life for
that community as difficult as possible. The most horrendous news on this
front coming out in the past few days is Uganda's move to criminalize ho-
mosexuality, including using the death penalty in certain cases. Closer to
home, the York Catholic District School Board voted this week not to
allow the Pride flag to be flown at any of its facilities. Texas is currently
working on a law that, in effect, determines that drag shows are sex shows.
An LGBTQIA2S+ organization in the U.S. has issued a travel advisory
warning that Florida is, basically, unsafe for anyone who is not heterosex-
ual. Indeed, a number of Florida communities have cancelled any and all
Pride celebrations this month because of fears of running afoul of Gov.
Ron DeSantis' vindictive anti-gay laws.

Uxbridge is, we hope, a little more understanding. On the weekend, the
library held a well-attended Drag Queen Storytime and Pride banners were
installed at the intersection of Brock and Toronto. But that doesn’t mean
everything is all rainbows and unicorns in our community. One member of
council recently attempted to prevent or delay the erection of the banners,
and it wasn't that long ago that council balked at the idea of having a rain-
bow crosswalk in the downtown.

Why anyone should be concerned about what two consenting adults do
with one another is beyond us. We don't care what movies they watch,
what music they listen to or what food they eat: so why should we care
who they love? But the anti-LGBTQIA2S+ forces are demanding ever
more restrictions on anything that doesn't fit in with their narrow view of
the world. Book bannings, both in Canada and the U.S., are becoming
more and more prevalent, to such an alarming extent that Illinois just
passed a law banning book banning.

What all this says to our LGBTQIA2S+ young people is that they should
be ashamed of who they are. The York Catholic school board decision tells
such students they don't count, they are unworthy of being recognized.

Everyone. Counts. We all have the same red blood running through our
veins, the same five senses, the same reactions to hot and cold, light and
dark.

I¢s June 1944. Two men in Canadian Army
battledress are hunkered down waiting for or-
ders. One’s a soldier with sergeant’s stripes.
The other’s a private in a greatcoat.

“Time to move out,” says the sergeant.

“I won't do it,” retorts the private.

“You will, too. When an order is given, it
must be obeyed!” And the sergeant points a
gun at the enlisted man. “Do it or else.”

At precisely the same moment, there’s the
sound of an artillery shell exploding nearby,
and the two soldiers dive for cover. Sgt
Johnny Wayne then turns to Pte Frank Shus-
ter and says, “And we're still in Canada! Imag-
ine what it'll be like when we get overseas!”

Yes, the two quirky characters in Canadian
Army uniform reciting gag lines were comedy
duo Wayne and Shuster from a wartime
recording on CBC Radio. With much of the
world focused on next week’s 79th anniver-
sary of the D-Day landings in France, it’s ap-
propriate to remember that more than army,
navy and air force troops contributed to the
greatest amphibious invasion in military his-
tory on June 6. So did entertainment troupes.
Wayne and Shuster, whod initiated their
comedy writing at Harbord Collegiate and U
of T in the 1930s, shipped overseas as trained
soldiers but with orders to entertain Canadian
soldiers behind the lines in Normandy. Back
in Canada, just as television dawned in 1952,
they premiered the Wayne and Shuster Hour.

“It’s great experience,” said Johnny in one of
their CBC sketches. “It has to be,” added
Frank, “because there’s no money!”

Prophetic punch line, it turns out. Because
for half a century, the duo provided week
after week of very Canadian, very cornball
but very funny television entertainment — on
the CBC, which was not known for its ex-
travagant budgets. Wayne and Shuster
spoofed Parliament Hill, the Mounties,
Crown corporations and even Shakespeare for
more than 50 years, twice winning best com-
edy honours from Motion Picture Daily and
TV Today in the U.S. And they grew an ex-
traordinary supporting cast — Don Cullen,
Jack Duffy, Paul Kligman, Larry Mann, Tom
Harvey, Carol Robinson and Ben and Sylvia
Lennick among many. Sylvia was always re-
membered (as Calpurnia, Caesar’s wife) in a
W&S parody called Rinse the Blood off My
1oga, warning Caesar, “I told him, Julie, don’t
go! He wouldn’t listen!”

The experience-no-money comment also
resonates through W&S’s profile outside

Canada. In 1958, the host of America’s most
popular variety television show, The Ed Sulli-
van Show, signed Wayne and Shuster to regu-
lar Sunday night appearances on CBS. They
were invited back some 57 times, more than
any other act in show business. And despite
many invitations to move to Hollywood,
Johnny and Frank never left their home base
in Canada. Since Johnny Wayne died in
1990, Frank Shuster in 2002, both families
have urged the CBC to re-air the vast archive
of W&S classics. The CBC claimed that
rights and payments have to be renegotiated;
except that most of the artists involved are
long dead. The CBC owns the TV shows, but
the families own the scripts.

Enter: Bygone Theatre, which last week
staged four performances of W&S classics at
Hart House on the U of T campus. The By-
gone cast of six, directed by Paul Bates and
produced by Conor Fitzgerald and Emily
Dix, delivered many of Wayne and Shuster’s
greatest creations, including a favourite of
mine, A Shakespearean Baseball Game. The
sketch, written in jambic pentameter and
rhyming couplets, features Shuster as Strat-
ford-upon-Avon’s baseball club manager, an-
nouncing the team roster, “with Harry, Joe
and Pete out in the field. ... And you three
guarding your accustomed bags — Sam the
first, Bill the second and Richard the third.”
Meanwhile, Wayne portrays Rocky, the team’s
best hope for a win, but he laments: “Oh,
what a rogue and bush-league slob am 1. ...
O cursed fate, that I who led the league
should bat .208. A hit, a hit, my kingdom for
a hit!”

Michael Wayne, Johnny’s son, told Ellin
Bessner on her podcast C/N Daily last week,
“I'd like to see these sketches seen as they
were seen at the time, to understand what
they say about the period in which the com-
edy was made. ... Johnny and Frank became
a unifying force for the country. They really
felt they were part of creating a new Canadian
culture.”

Indeed, this week as Canadians observe an-
other anniversary of D-Day, it’s timely to ac-
knowledge the service of two young Canadian
soldiers who had something to say with their
comedy and about their country. Quipped
Johnny Wayne in 1944: “We were the only
soldiers in World War II fired at deliberately
by both sides.”

From his Cookstown buddies
with whom he grew up; to the members of the Great Pine Ridge motorcycle club; to his
fellow directors at the Antique and Classic Boat Society; to his colleagues and friends in the
trade show and exhibit business and to his friends and neighbours, all will remember him
for the extraordinary man that he was.

Meticulous in everything he did, Clancy could repair, modify or improve anything he
touched. His beloved Kawasaki Z1 900, that he bought new in 1975, was the Poster Bike
at the 2013 CGMV Paris Rally and a Best in Show winner. His stunning 1955 Red Ford
F100 truck, seen regularly around Uxbridge, also won a Best in Show, as did his “floating
violin,” his cherished 1964 Greavette Sunflash mahogany boat that won its category at the
2007 ACBS boat show in Gravenhurst.

“Why do anything unless it is done right?” Handsome and charming, he was as beautiful
on the inside as he was on the outside.

Always a man in control of his life, Clancy chose to unburden himself from the devastating
cruelty that is ALS.
